Hungary is a country with central government, but the educational system is decentralized.
The central government determines just broad frameworks for education and the educational
institutions have the right and duty to develop their own pedagogical program, they have
professional authonomy. Due to financial constraints there is no governmental institution with
clear responsibility and resources for developing and/or monitoring ESD processes in
Hungary. ESD is among the tasks of some educational, environmental and cultural
departments of the government. Hungary receives significant financial resources from the
European Union, and according to EU rules sustainable development should be a horizontal
priority in the development programs financed with EU assistance. ESD is part of the
educational programs financed by EU, but central co-ordination is lacking, therefore even EU
sponsored programs concerning ESD are uneven in quality and do not capitalize the
possibility of co-operation of different programs.
