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A. PROPOSAL

Paragraph 5.23amencdto read:

"5.23. Lamps shall be fitted in a vehicle in suclvay that the light source can be correctly
replaced-by-the-drivewithout the need for special tools, other tharséhprovided with
the vehicle by the manufacturer. The vehicle mastufar shall provide with the vehicle a
detailed description of the procedure for replacgmd his paragraph is not applicable to:

B. JUSTIFICATION

The intention of the amendment proposed in docurg€E/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/2008/21 and

adopted during the fifty-ninth session of GRE asroeduced in Annex Il to the report, is to

ensure that light sources can be correctly replagigdout the need to take the vehicle to a
workshop or to call out a specialist techniciarhisTintention is achieved by specifying that the
operation must be possible without any specialstether than those provided with the vehicle
by the manufacturer. This also prohibits any neitg$or workshop equipment such as lifts or
pits.

The inclusion of the words "by the driver" introéscthe need for a subjective assessment, by
the type approval authority, of the difficulty diet operation and the likely capability of "the
driver".

This would inevitably lead to disputes and diffdrerterpretations regarding the necessity for a
driver with reduced capability (for instance dueatge or disability) to be able to perform this
function and whether the design meets this subeatequirement. The expert from OICA
therefore proposes to delete the words "by theedriwhile retaining the important provision
"without the need for special tools, other than ¢hm®vided with the vehicle by the manufacturer.
