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The text reproduced below was prepared by the expem the Netherlands proposing a
corrigendum to the draft Supplement 10 to the Ofieseof amendments to Regulation
No. 53 tabled by the expert of the Internationaltdoycle Manufacturers Association (IMMA)

to allow the installation of high-intensity dischar(HID) headlamps, approved according to
Regulations Nos.98 and 113, on 3 Lcategory vehicles.

The corrections to
the current text of the Regulation (including theaftl Supplement 10 to the 01 series of
amendments) are marked in bold characters or gtrikeigh characters.

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A. PROPOSAL

set, following the manufacturer’s instructions, betveen -1.0 and -1.5 per cent.

Condition B (fully laden motorcycle):

masses, simulating the manufacturer's maximum to¢ss, shall be placed en-the
seat-ofthe vehicle in such a way as to reproduce the kdds declared by the
manufacturer for this loading condition.

B. JUSTIFICATION

During its fifty-ninth session GRE adopted a pragogrepared by the expert from IMMA,
document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/2006/46/Rev.1, asected by paragraph 40 of the report.

After the presentation by the expert from IMMA dgithat session, the expert from the
Netherlands has already raised a question regatiegnitial aiming of the headlamps, in the
case of testing the requirements for automaticlieyeThe question was addressed generally at
that time.

However, following further study of the adopted posal, the expert from the Netherlands is of
the opinion that additional correction is actualseded, in particular regarding the inclusion of
initial aiming.

Furthermore, it has been identified that a few offmall corrections of the text are needed with

regards to the practical preparation of the vehielg. providing the necessary flexibility to the
type-approval inspectors for achieving the riglstritbution of the masses (axle loads).
