O e Advance cargo information : Information
provided to the competent Customs authorities
within the prescribed deadlines and in the
prescribed form and manner of the intention of
the holder to place goods under the TIR
procedure or pursue a TIR transport.

O e Declaration : Act whereby the holder, or his
representative, indicates in the prescribed form
and manner a wish to place goods under the
TIR procedure
