By 1 October 2009, more than five of the States which are Parties to the above Convention
(Armenia, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Syrian Arab Republic, Tajikistan, Turkey
and the former Y ugoslav Republic of Macedonia) have notified the Secretary-General of their objection
to the proposed amendment to Annex 6, Explanatory Note 0.8.3, adopted by the Administrative
Committee at its forty-seventh session held in Geneva on 5 February 20092,

Consequently, in accordance with the provisions of article 59 (4) of the above Convention, the
amendment is deemed not to have been accepted and has no effect.
