4. Melk barrage weir: the section of the left-bank old Danube arm above the sill (km 2,037.30,
left bank), aswell as the section of the Melk old Danube arm above the sill (km 2,035.70,
right bank);

5. Abwinden barrage weir: the section of the old Danube arm above the sill (km 2,120.40, | eft
bank);

6. The Ennsfrom km 2.7;

7. The Traun from km 1.8;
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8. TheMarch from km 6;

9. Any other waters to which reference has not been made.l
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
