“... pursuant to Article 21, paragraph 1, of the Convention, the Islamic Republic of Iran does
not consider itself bound by the provisions of Article 20, paragraphs 2 to 7, concerning the settlement of
disputes.”

The Convention will enter into force for the Islamic Republic of Iran on 18 August 2010 in
accordance with its article 17 (2) which reads as follows:

"After five States have deposited their instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession, this Convention shall enter into force for further Contracting Parties three months after the
date of the deposit of their instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession.”
