CZECH REPUBLIC: RATIFICATION

The Secretary-General of the United Nations, acting in his capacity as depositary,
communicates the following:

The above action was effected on 21 September 2011.

The Agreement will enter into force for the Czech Republic on 21 October 2011 in accordance
withitsarticle 11, which reads as follows:

“1. This Agreement shall enter into force one month after the date on which the number of
States mentioned in Article 10, paragraph 1, which have signed it definitively, or have deposited their
instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession has reached atotal of seven.

However, the annexed Regulations, except provisions concerning recognition of classification
societies, shall not apply until twelve months after the entry into force of the Agreement.

2. For any State signing this Agreement definitively or ratifying, accepting, approving or
acceding to it after seven of the States referred to in Article 10, paragraph 1, have signed it definitively
or have deposited their instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, this Agreement
shall enter into force one month after the said State has signed it definitively or has deposited its
instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession.

The annexed Regulations shall become applicable on the same date. 1n the event that the term
referred to in paragraph 1 relating to the application of the annexed Regulations has not expired, the
annexed Regulations shall become applicable after expiry of the said term.”
