62. GRSG was i nformed about the conmon position of the European Conmmunity
concerning the draft proposal for a Directive on the same subject and agreed
to verify that both proposals were parallel. The expert fromthe Czech
Republic volunteered to conpare both texts and propose, if necessary,
amendments to document TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 8, which he had transmitted to
GRSG.

63. Concerning the scope of Regulation No. 34, GRSG agreed in principle with
the proposal of docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 1999/8, given for paragraph 1

(b) Devel opment of Requlation No. 105 (ADR vehicl es)

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGH 1999/ 13; informal docunent No. 7 of annex 1 to
this report.

64. The Chairman i nforned GRSG about the decision taken by WP.29 at its
one- hundr ed- and- ei ght eent h sessi on ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 680, para. 66) indicating that
the sol ution which had been adopted was to increase the collaboration between
WP. 15 and GRSG, in order to incorporate into Regulation No. 105 as quickly as
possi bl e any anendments to appendi x B2 of ADR affecting the construction of
vehicles. GRSG requested the secretariat, together with O CA to assure

col l aboration with WP. 15. Document TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 13 was consequently
consi dered obsol ete.
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65. I nformal docunent No. 7 was presented by the expert from O CA He

expl ained that his aimwas to inform GRSG about the mmjor differences between
certification according to the current ADR Agreenment and the ECE type
approval. He expressed his view that an individual national conplete ADR
vehi cl e approval as granted annually to the carrier, operator or owner of the
vehi cl e cannot be consi dered equivalent to a conplete type approval

(¢c) Draft Requlation on identification of controls, tell-tales and
indicators

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 1999/ 19; informal docunent No. 15 of annex 1
to this report.

66. The expert from Canada presented docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 1999/ 19 whi ch
was transmitted to GRSG jointly by Canada and the United States of Anerica.

He expl ained that the aimof the proposal was to el aborate a new Regulation to
be annexed to the 1958 Agreenent and, in a second step, to elaborate a gl oba
technical regulation to be placed in the Registry of the 1998 Agreenent.

67. GRSG consi dered the docunent and nade a nunber of suggestions which were
noted by the expert from Canada and tabled as informal docunent No. 15. GRSG

adopted this informal docunent in principle with m nor amendnents. The expert

from Canada was invited to review the draft Regulation and transnmt the result

to GRSG for consideration at its April 2000 session

(d) Draft global technical reqgulation on wi ndshield w ping/washing and
defrosting defogqing.

Docunent ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 28.

68. The expert from O CA presented docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 28 whi ch
contained a draft for a global technical regulation. He explained that the
scope was restricted to the ML category of vehicles and was based on the
current requirements of the European Comrunity Directive 78/ 317/ EEC and the
US Standard FWSS 103. He pointed out that the chosen tenperature for the
defrosting test, set as -18°C, as in FMVSS 103, coul d appear as excessively
severe for many countries where this tenperature was not realistic. He also
sought guidelines for incorporating as an alternative |level of stringency the
value of -8°C as in Directive 78/ 317/ EEC.

69. The expert from Canada rem nded GRSG that, follow ng the provisions of
the 1998 Agreenent, new draft global technical regulations should be
transmtted for consideration by Contracting Parties and not by non-
government al organi zati ons.

70. The expert fromthe United States of Anerica pointed out that the
proposal s were nuch closer to the European rules than to Anerican rules,
mainly in the vision areas in windscreens in relation to the V points, and
announced his intention to present for the next session a docunent proposing
to anend the proposal

71. The expert from Bel gi um suggested that the general issue of field of
vi sion should be considered in relation to Regulation No. 43.
