30. In order to allow a nore detail ed consideration of the proposals,
the secretariat was requested to distribute informal docunents Nos. 11 and 12
with official synmbols for the next session.

31. As concerns the proposals of docunents TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2000/ 14 and
Add. 1, the expert fromthe Czech Republic announced his intention to submt
themto the informal group. He offered to organize the next neeting of the
informal group in Prague by the end of the year 2000.

32. The experts from Norway and Bel giumintroduced the anendnents to the
proposal (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 23/ Add. 1) as they had been reveal ed at the
seventy-seventh session ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 56, para. 24.). They said that the
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proposal for gas toxicity and snoke em ssion requirenments should continue to
be devel oped.

33. The experts from France, Gernmany, ltaly, Poland, Spain, and the

Uni ted Ki ngdom supported O CA’'s suggestion for a two-step work phase. 1In the
first one, the new Regul ation should only include the prescriptions of the
Eur opean Conmmunity Directive 95/28/EEC, and in a second step it could

i ncorporate prescriptions for gas toxicity and snoke emni ssion requirenents.

34. The experts fromltaly and Gernmany insisted that the scope of the
new Regul ati on shoul d be the sanme as that of the European Comunity Directive,
and were not in favour of the scope referring to M and M3 vehicles of Classes

B, Il and IlIl, as agreed at the seventy-eighth session (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 57,
para. 41.).
35. The expert from O CA explained to GRSG that prescriptions for safety

cabl es (paragraphs 2.14., 2.5.4.1. to 2.5.4.6.) had been formul ated for

bui | di ngs and not for vehicles, and that prescriptions for fire extinguishers
(para. 6.5.6.) should be incorporated into Regulation No. 36. He finally
offered to transmt a witten proposal for the next session.

36. The expert fromBelgiumclarified that the prescriptions for safety
cabl es had been taken fromrailway safety standards. He also insisted on

i mproving the safety standards of the nmaterials used in the construction of
the vehicles, because the materials used were in conformity with the
prescriptions of the European Community Directive concerning the burning rate,
but they produce excessive snoke.

42. He al so introduced informal document No. 9, which contained a

conpl ete explanation of the proposals of docunent

TRANS/ WP, 29/ GRSEH 1999/ 12/ Rev. 1. He insisted that the regular |ight
transmittance of the safety glazing behind pillar B should be established in
the Regul ati on and proposed a m ni mrum val ue of 30 per cent. He said that when
el aborating the proposal he had considered a part of the abstract of a Gernman
study dated 1994.

43. The expert from Germany clarified that the study nentioned by the
expert from Bel gi um had not concluded that the safety gl azing behind the B
pillar should have a m nimum value of the regular light transnmttance. He

al so insisted that the mni mum val ue depended on the installation angle of the
safety glazing. He offered to give a nore detail ed explanation at the next
nmeeti ng.

44, The expert from CLEPA presented informal docunment No. 13, which

contai ned comments to the proposal of document TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 12/ Rev. 1.
He informed GRSG that his organization had transnitted docunent

TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 2000/ 24, as an anmendment to TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 12.  He

proposed not to introduce limts for the light transmttance coefficient for

safety glazing behind the B pillar, justifying that no such limts existed in

the European Community Directive 92/ 22/ EEC.

45, The experts from France, Pol and, Sweden and the United States of
Anmerica supported the principle of the proposal for having a mninmum val ue for
the regular light transmttance of safety glazing installed behind the

B pillar. The expert from Canada al so shared this view but suggested to anend
par agraph 2.18.1. of the proposal as follows:

46. The experts fromltaly and Japan were agai nst the proposal of

i ntroducing a mninmum value of the light transmttance coefficient for safety
gl azing behind B pillar, but both experts explained that, in the case of
acceptance of such a principle, the value should be considered separately for
each vehicl e category.
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47. The expert from Japan said that his country only had such
prescriptions for ML category of vehicles and insisted on the necessity of
acquiring accident data before introducing the above-nentioned prescription
He al so i ntroduced informal docunent No. 4 proposing an anendnent to docunent
TRANS/ WP.

48. The expert from O CA introduced informal docunent No. 15 with his
comments to the proposals of document TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 12/ Rev. 1.

49, The Chairman rem nded GRSG that the question of safety glazing

i nstallation should be considered directly by GRSG and not by the informal
group on Regul ation No. 43. GRSG agreed to continue the work on this issue at
the next session and requested the secretariat to distribute informal
docunments Nos. 4, 13 and 15 with official synbols.

50. The expert fromIRU raised the question of injuries caused by
glazing in roll-over accidents of coaches and requested the hel p of the
i ndustry in order to mnimze such a risk

51. The expert from CLEPA recognized that this issue was a very
conplicated question, and said that |am nated gl azing was a benefit for rol
over, but rem nded that such glazing material did not allow the evacuation
through it in case of an accident.

52. The Chairman suggested that this issue should al so be considered by
the informal group charged with devel opi ng Regul ati on No. 66.

53. Docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSE 2000/ 13, contai ning a proposal to ban the
installation of filns on safety gl azing panes was presented by the expert from
Spai n.

54. GRSG agreed that the question of filns bonded to safety gl azing
wi ndows was nore an after market issue and not a type approval one, and
rejected the proposal. Nevertheless, the expert from Gernmany announced his

intention to transmt a proposal for the installation of plastic films onto
glazing materials in a future session.

55. Wth regard to the alternative headform use

( TRANS/ WP, 29/ GRSE 1999/ 4), the expert fromthe United States of Anerica

62. The expert fromthe United States of Anmerica advi sed GRSG about the
possi bl e deformation of the tyre if such a roller drum dynanoneter reduction
shoul d be accepted and its influence on the measurenent accuracy.

63. GRSG agreed to continue consideration of the proposal at the next
session, and requested the expert from O CA to conplete his proposal. GRSG
al so requested the expert fromI|IMVA to present data which could help GRSG in
taki ng a decision on the inprovenent of the accuracy of speedoneters.

64. GRSG adopt ed the proposal of docunment TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 2000/ 12 and
agreed to transmt it to WP.29 and to AC. 1 for consideration at their March
2001 sessions.

65. GRSG al so adopted informal docunment No. 2 as reproduced in annex 4
to this report and also agreed to transnit it to WP.29 and AC. 1 for
consideration at their March 2001 sessions together with the above agreed
docunent .

66. As concerns the electromagnetic conpatibility, the expert from
France introduced docurment TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 2000/ 15, proposing draft
anmendnents to the annex concerning el ectromagnetic conpatibility.

67. Di scussing the dil enmma of incorporating prescriptions for

el ectromagnetic conpatibility into this draft Regulation or making only a
reference to Regulation No. 10, GRSG accepted to insert the prescriptions into
the draft Regulation in a first step. It agreed that, once all rel evant
prescriptions were incorporated into Regulation No. 10, the present draft

Regul ati on shoul d be anmended by neans of a reference to Regul ation No. 10.

68. The expert from Bel gi um suggested to keep the deleted text in the
par agr aph dealing with electrical disturbances fromelectrostatic discharges
( TRANS/ WP, 29/ GRSE 2000/ 15, paragraph 2.).

69. GRSG agreed to continue consideration of this matter at the

April 2001 session and agreed to invite GRE to begin the work needed to anend
Regul ati on No. 10.

DEVELOPMENT OF REGULATI ON No. 18 (Protection agai nst unauthorized use)

Docunment ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ 2000/ 18.
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70. The Chairman infornmed GRSG t hat WP. 29 had not yet adopted the
proposal of anendnent of the Regul ation (TRANS/ WP. 29/2000/18) because it had
been consi dered necessary that its adoption should be at the sane tinme as the
adoption of the draft Regulation on the protection of ML and N1 categories of
vehi cl es agai nst unaut hori zed use.

71. GRSG not ed that docunents TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 2000/ 12 and
TRANS/ WP, 29/ GRSEH 2000/ 15 had been considered previously (see paras. 64. and
66. to 69.)

72. It considered and adopted informal docunent No. 3, as reproduced in
annex 5 of this report and agreed to transmt it to WP.29 and AC. 1 for
consi deration at their March 2001 sessions.

73. The expert fromthe United Kingdomrequested the secretariat to
align the text of paragraph 31.6. of Regulation No. 97 with the text of

par agraph 8.2.6. of the draft Regulation on the protection of ML and N1
categories of vehicles against unauthorized use (TRANS/ WP. 29/2000/3). GRSG
accepted this request and also agreed to transmit it to WP.29 and AC.1 with
t he above-nenti oned adopted proposals.

OTHER BUSI NESS

(a) Devel opment of Regul ation No. 34 (Prevention of fire risks)

Document ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 1999/ 8/ Rev. 1; informal docunment No. 21 of
annex 1 to this report.

74. Presenting docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 1999/ 8/ Rev. 1, the expert from
the Czech Republic explained to GRSG that the aim of his proposal was to
update the original text in order to inprove the fire safety of the vehicles
i ncorporating tests for fuel tanks nmade of plastic materi al

75. The expert from France suggested to maintain annexes 3 and 4 of the
current Regul ation No. 34. He was supported by a majority of the experts.

76. After consideration of the text proposed for paragraphs 2.2. to
2.2.2., the expert fromthe Czech Republic tabled infornmal docunment No. 21
anmendi ng his proposal as reproduced bel ow.

78. GRSG agreed to continue consideration of the proposal at the next
session and requested the experts to study it and decide on their positions
concerning the scope of the Regul ation.

(b) Regul ati on No. 105 (ADR vehi cl es)

Document ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 2000/ 18; informal docunments Nos. 17 and 22 of
annex 1 to this report.

79. GRSG consi dered the amendnents proposed to the Regul ation
( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSE 2000/ 18), necessary to adapt it to the proposed anendnents
of the ADR

80. The expert from O CA introduced informal docunent No. 17, containing
his comments to the proposal. Concerning the transitional provisions, he
proposed to nmake reference to a concrete date of application and tabled

i nformal docunment No. 22 on that issue.

81. GRSG adopt ed docunent TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSE 2000/ 18 anmended by i nf or nal
docunments Nos. 17 and 22, as reproduced in annex 6 to this report. GRSG
agreed to transnmt the proposal to WP.29 and AC.1 for consideration at their
March 2001 sessions.

(c) Draft Regul ation on identification of controls, tell-tales
and indicators

Docunent ati on:  TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 19/ Rev. 2; TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 2000/ 8/ Rev. 1;
i nformal docunents Nos. 18 and 19 of annex 1 to this report.

82. GRSG suggested to consider first the draft Regul ati on consi dered
under the 1958 Agreement (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 19/ Rev. 2) and to apply
afterwards to the draft global technical regulation

( TRANS/ WP, 29/ GRSE 2000/ 8/ Rev. 1) the anendnents adopted for the draft
Regul ati on.

83. The expert from Canada introduced docunent
TRANS/ WP, 29/ GRSEH 1999/ 19/ Rev. 2 together with informal docunent No. 19 in which
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he had introduced in the tables the suggestions which had been nade at the
previ ous neeting (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSGE 57, para. 82.).

84. The expert from O CA introduced infornmal document No. 18, insisting
on the deletion of the requirenent of an abbreviated nanme in the synbol, and
on the inclusion of synbols which were identified on other Regulations. The
docunent al so contai ned amendnents proposed to the text of the draft
Regul ati on.

85. The key question of having the Regul ation annexed to the

1958 Agreenent, equivalent to the correspondi ng European Comrunity

Directive 78/ 316/ EEC, as anended, was considered. The expert fromltaly
stated that the draft Regul ation should parallel the European Comrmunity
Directive and should not introduce any new prescriptions or synbols. The
expert from Canada insisted that the future Regul ati on under the 1958
Agreement and the future gl obal technical regulation under the 1998 Agreenent
shoul d be parallel, and explained to GRSG that the differences between them
and the European Community Directive were not significant.

86. The experts from Bel gium France, Spain, Sweden and the United

Ki ngdom were in principle in favour of the proposal made by the expert from
Canada (see para. 85. above) and suggested that, once the Regul ati on was
adopted, the European Conmunity Directive would be adapted to it.

87. GRSG agreed in principle the followi ng anendnents to docunent
TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 19/ Rev. 2.

Paragraph 1., amend to read (footnote 1/ is maintained):

" 1. This Regul ation applies to identification of manual controls, tell-
tales and indicators in vehicles of categories ML and N1 1/."

Par agraph 3.3., anend to read:

"3.3. A vehicle or relevant parts of vehicle fitted with a ...."

Paragraph 5.2.2., delete the |ast sentence "Such identification ... this
Regul ation."

88. As concerns the deletion of paragraphs 5.1.1., 5.2.3., and 5.2.8. to
5.2.12., suggested by the expert from O CA, GRSG decided to consider this
matter again at the next session, as well as the suggestion to substitute
paragraph 5.2.13. by a footnote to be inserted in tables 1 and 2. The expert
from Canada preferred to keep paragraphs 5.1.1. and 5.2.8. to 5.2.12. because,
in his opinion, these paragraphs were very inportant for countries applying a
self-certification system
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89. The expert from Bel gi um suggested to re-draft paragraph 5.6.2. and
the expert fromthe United Kingdom suggested for this paragraph to anend the
words "the crash" by "any".

90. As concerns the prescriptions of brightness of interior illumnation
of the driver's conpartnent, the expert from O CA suggested to anend the title
of the Regulation in order to include such concept into it.

91. The Chairman congratul ated the experts from Canada and O CA for the
conprom se reached on drafting the proposal and underlined that it indicated
that the Regul ati on would basically parallel the European Conmunity Directive
as concerns general prescriptions. He envisaged that, at the sane tinme, the
proposal could be made nore conplete, and followed closely by the gl oba
technical regulation. He also suggested that the expert from Canada shoul d be
invited to submit an updated version of the proposal introducing the
agreenents reached.

(d) Draft gl obal technical regulation on w ndshield w ping/washi ng and
defrosti ng/ def oggi ng

Document ati on: TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 28.

92. The expert fromthe United States of America inforned GRSG that he
had not been able to conplete the work in tine but he said that a

conpl ement ary docunent should be ready and transmitted to GRSGin tine for
consideration at the next session. The expert from O CA offered to assist the
expert fromthe United States of Anerica in the el aboration of the docunent.

93. As concerns the scope of the proposed Regul ati on, the expert from
France asked for the reason why certain ML vehicles were excluded. No

i medi at e expl anation was offered, although the expert fromthe United Ki ngdom
suggested that this issue should be considered by the informal group on
"Common Tasks"

94. The expert from Bel giumraised the issue of the determ nation of the
vision areas A and B ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRSG 1999/ 28, annex 2, paras. 2.2. and 2.3.)
usi ng the angles of 4° and 8°. He inforned GRSG that these angles were
different fromthose of Regulation No. 43 and invited the experts to study
this matter.

95. GRSG, to provide nore tine for reflection, agreed to continue its
consideration of the proposal at the next session.

(e) Informal nmeeting on "Conmon Tasks”

Docunmentation: |Informal documents Nos. 1, 2, 3 ,4 and 5 of annex 1, part 2 to
this report.

96. The expert from Japan, chairing the informal group on "Comon
Tasks", reported on the neeting held prior to GRSG proper (see para. 2.
above).
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97. He recalled that, follow ng the request of WP. 29 ( TRANS/ WP. 29/ 735
paras. 39 and 40), the informal group should resolve the questions of

har moni zati on of vehicle category and the masses and di nensi ons definitions,
and that this task should be finished in 2003.

98. He informed GRSG that the informal group had decided to deal with M
and N categories of vehicles first, and to consider technical matters
necessary for defining global technical regulations only. He also said that
t he approach adopted had been to set general principles and to avoid setting
limts, wherever possible.

99. As concerns the outconme of work, he said that three approaches were
considered: to elaborate an annex to the 1998 Agreenent; to annex a new
Regul ation to the 1998 Agreenent (Regulation "0" concept); or to anmend the
current Consolidated Resolution R E. 3 and/or to devel op under the 1998
Agreement a new Resolution on the Construction of Vehicles. He said that no
i medi ate sol ution had been agreed and that this issue should be submitted to
WP. 29 and WP. 29/ AC. 2 for gui dance.

100. The Chairman of the group infornmed GRSG that, in addition to the
agenda of the informal neeting, four informal docunments had been submitted to
the informal group, and would continue to be considered at the next session

101. He al so said that the GRSG Chairman was expected to report to WP. 29
and WP. 29/ AC. 2 on the progress of the work, when reporting on the GRSG
sessi on.

102. Finally, he infornmed GRSG that the informal neeting would neet again
prior to the next GRSG session, on 2 April (afternoon) and
3 April (norning) 2001
