Par agraph 5.14.5., anend to read:

"5.14.5. When the conceal nent device has a tenperature of -30°C to +50°C the
headl anps nust be capabl e of reaching the position of use within
t hree seconds of initial operation of the control."

B. JUSTI FI CATI ON

To keep the rear of a vehicle ,clean” for the necessary signalling functions of
stop lights, direction indicator lights and rear position lights, it nay be
useful to nake reversing and rear fog | anps conceal able. The reversing |anp
and the rear fog lanp will be used only in special cases and do not need to
produce a signal inmediately after switching themon. A delay for the
activation of the signal of 3 seconds nmaxi numafter the initial operation of
the control is not detrinental to safety
