Par agraph 6.2., amend to read:

...... to be inflated to the pressure specified for tenporary use
within a maxi rum of 10 minutes.”

B. JUSTI FI CATI ON

The proposed text allows the use of a conventional air conmpressor on "off-road
vehicles". A spare tyre of category 3 or 4, which has to replace one of the
big tyres nornmally nmounted on such vehicle, requires an air conpressor having
hi gher efficiency. This is inconpatible with the vehicle wiring and sockets
(cigarette lighter).

To conply with the Regul ation No. 64 requirenments, the wires section nust
increase from1.5 to 2.5 nm? and an additional special socket for the

el ectrical energy nust be installed. The air conpressor requires 25A, while
the cigarette lighter delivers 15A

Additionally, 5 min. time to inflate this spare tyre leads to very high
airflow This heats up the tyre valve and makes it inpossible to put on the
val ve cap. Experience shows that a rest time of at least 3 min. protects the
user from burned fingers.
