44 (TSG has the experience that 400
frames per second (old value in Reg. 44/03) are conpletely sufficient for
every eval uati on.

The TSG proposes a conplete specification of uncertainty with a quite
stringent requirenment; the reduction of uncertainty contains all the
detail ed specification of camera use and picture evaluation in EA-4/02
which is therefore not necessary to be specified expressively in Reg. 44.
