B. JUSTIFICATION

In the case where a headlamp-levelling device is necessary, automatic headlamp levelling
devices are basically introduced into the Regulation No. 48.

At the time the levelling device was going to became mandatory, the manual levelling device
was incorporated for vehicle manufacturers relief, as a simple cheap solution for the beginning
and for a transitional period.

The experience of the last years have shown that many vehicle drivers do not know how to
handle such devices or use this intentionally or unintentionally in a wrong way. Especially the
wrong use causes glare instead the originally intension to avoid glare.

The technical progress of the last years makes anyhow the manual operation super fluid and
offers safer sensor controlled solutions. Therefore the experts from Germany propose, as a step
to improve road safety, the deletion of the manual operation of a levelling device.
