Insert a new paragraph 2.14.6., to read:

of service-door lighting systems on vehicles of categories M2 and M3 as specified in paragraph 2.7."

JUSTIFICATION

As with other devices mounted on the side of a vehicle, service-door lighting systems should be disregarded when determining the extreme outer edge of a vehicle.
