Item 1. Adoption of the agenda

Item 2. Election of officers 

2. Pursuant to the provisions of article 17, paragraph 4 of ADN, the Administrative 
Committee shall, at the first session of the year, elect its chair and its vice-chair. 

Item 3. Status of the European Agreement concerning the International Carriage of 
Dangerous Goods by Inland Waterways (ADN) 

3. Nine States are contracting parties to ADN. ADN entered into force on 29 February 2008

For States which became contracting parties after that date, they will enter into 
force one month after the deposit of their instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or 
accession, in accordance with article 11, paragraph 2. 

4. The amendments adopted by the Administrative Committee at its first session have been 
circulated for acceptance by contracting parties under depositary notification 
C.N.615.2008.TREATIES-5 of 31 August 2008, for entry into force on 28 February 2009 (see 
also ECE/ADN/2, paras. 13-19).

 − Proposed amendments to the Regulations annexed to the ADN;
