13 The training of inland watercraft operators inl&hd meets the standards of resolution No. 3lemxor the

European Code Inland Waterways (CEVNI) which is peing taught as it is not in use in Finland. Acliog to
Finnish legislation, certificates cannot be gransetiomatically to foreigners wishing to serve orafabFinnish
vessels. Certificates are granted only when Fmtrigining authorities have established the eqaiva of the
exams. In addition, the applicant must have siefficknowledge of Finnish or Swedish.

14 The conditions governing the issue of the intéomal certificate for pleasure-craft operators &he

following: () Persons holding a certificate obficiency as a merchant marine navigator of aradgrand a naval
officer or non-commissioned officer of at least lamk of petty officer, second class, may preskair toriginal
certificates; (b) “Amateurs” shall pass an examoratoefore an examiner appointed by the NationahrBoof
Navigation.
