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.  ATTENDANCE

1. The Working Party on Road Traffic Safety (WFhé&)d its fifty-second session in
Geneva from 2 to 6 July 2007, chaired by Mr. Aled@mYakimov (Russian Federation).
Representatives of the following member Statesquaated: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria,
Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Hundargel, Italy, Lithuania, Norway,
Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia, SlovakianSgavitzerland and Ukraine.

2.  The European Commission and the following nomegomental organizations were also
represented: International Road Transport UniotJfiRnternational Road Federation (IRF);
International Federation of Pedestrians (IFP);rirgonal Motorcycle Manufacturers
Association (IMMA); RoadCross (Road accident preéiv@nand support); and International
Association for Traffic Education.

[I.  INTRODUCTION

3.  The Director of the Transport Division, Mr. Jd3&pel Ferrer, began by informing the
Working Party of his concern about the long waitiimges to enter the Palais des Nations, which
were due to a meeting of the Economic and SociahCih and expressed the hope that the
security arrangements would be improved in futarasto avoid such inconvenience.

4.  He then announced that he was appearing beféra Yir the last time, since he would be
retiring from his post at the end of July. He wehel the excellent work done by the Working
Party in the course of his 16 years in the Trartdpision.

He
thanked the European Commission, Norway, Italythed\etherlands for their
financial support for the organization of the Week;

(b) He indicated that the consolidated versiorhef¥ienna Convention on Road Traffic
would be published in Russian by the end of theisasf the Working Party, and
that the secretariat was preparing a consolidageslon of the Vienna Convention
on Road Signs and Signals with a view to publicatibpossible, by the end
of 2007;

(c) Heinformed the Working Party that, in the @xttof the mobility policy
implemented in the United Nations, Mr. ChristopBermith had been replaced by
Mr. Miroslav Jovanovic from 1 May 2007.

15. After considering the request of the Europeaatelration of Road Traffic Victims (FEVR),
transmitted by e-mail, that the existing annex &1&.1 should be deleted or that the discussion
should be deferred to the fifty-third session, W&bhsidered, in the light of the explanations
provided by Mr. Michael Bernhard (International Rdgederation (IRF)), that the annex,
prepared more than 30 years earlier by expertsafi¢ld, should be retained, although it
required some minimal brushing up.

vary according to the purpose for which the vehedes used - public passenger transport,
carriage of dangerous goods, etc. - and that atgnpally confusing conflation should therefore
be avoided.

17. On the basis of the principles thus formula¥¥®., 1 reviewed the table contained in
document ECE/TRANS/WP.1/2004/17/Rev.1 and madengbeu of amendments thereto. The
complete set of adopted amendments appears in &rindkis report.

He emphasized that the Week had
been generally well received in low- and middleeime countries, and that he had seen growing
interest in the existing legal instruments, in jgatar the Vienna Conventions on Road Traffic
and on Road Signs and Signals, but that such msints had given rise to some questions as to
whether they were appropriate for modern traffid ewad safety problems. He also pointed out
that some participants had wondered whether a biobd safety week was appropriate for the
rich countries. Lastly, he noted that countriegtiast in the event had been aroused by the
documentation that had been prepared for it.

38. Responding to one of the concerns expressedetiretariat pointed out that for the ECE
region, a questionnaire would be sent in the comiegks to evaluate how the week had gone. It
further noted that the United Nations Road Safailfaboration Meeting to be held in Geneva

The use of mobile phones

Context

Mobile phones can be used in a motor vehicle foroua purposes: for example,
notifying the emergency services in the event oheacident, phoning a breakdown
mechanic, etc., making use of the numerous posmbilfor stopping inside and
outside built-up areas and on motorways.

All the studies have shown that there is a linkmeen telephoning while driving and

the increased risk of an accident. While at theekhe driver needs to pay constant
attention to the road and to traffic and make nstwes that diminish control of the

vehicle or hinder driving manoeuvres. At all timigm® driver must be capable of
performing easily and instantly the manoeuvresatict by the circumstances.
Holding a mobile phone prevents drivers from pearfiog these movements

correctly and safely.

For this reason, legislation in many countrieshiisibs and punishes the use of a
hand-held phone, while tolerating the use of a bdrek mobile phone kit. Even in
this case, however, some national laws providdgHerdriver’s liability in the event
of an accident. The risk of an accident increases avhen a hands-free phone is
used, since a major part of the driver's attentisntaken up by the telephone
conversation. For example, drivers look less oftethe rear-view mirror or to the
sides, and pay less attention to the various sagnsto pedestrians, particularly in
town, etc.

Recommendations

To avoid all risk of accident, countrie®sld at least prohibit the use of hand-held
phones in a moving vehicle, as is already providedinder the Vienna Convention

on Road Traffic (article 8). In addition, it shoulte recommended that drivers
observe the following rules:
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1.4.2.2

* They should switch off their phones before movin§ and leave them on
voice-mail;

* They should stop in an appropriate place to telaphdisten to or read the
messages received, but never in a dangerous placie,as the hard shoulder of a
motorway.

These recommendations should be accompanied bymafmn campaigns, if
possible in partnership with the various phone ates, using appropriate slogans,
e.g. “Drive or phone, you choose”, to increaseamsyawareness of the importance
of respecting these rules, for their own safety thiad of other road users.

It should be recommended that users of lmgifiones ensure that the person or
persons to be contacted in the event of an accatentlearly indicated in the list of
names stored in their phone, in order to save thergency services from wasting
time trying to find them. For example, in some dois, it is becoming common
practice to recommend that users of mobile phamdisate the name of the person to
be contacted in an emergency by using the intemmally recognized acronym ICE
(In Case of Emergency), or, if there are severapfee ICE1, ICE2, ICES3, etc.

In the absence of such lights or to
supplement them, national legislation should prigmcithe use of a signal consisting of the
simultaneous flashing of all amber direction-indimalights, in accordance with the provisions
of paragraphs 39 and 42 of annex 5 to the ConverdioRoad Traffic (1968).”

WP.1 considered that the consequences arising dborists when these lights are switched on
should be dealt with in paragraph 7.1.2.2.

2.1.1.2 General principles of professional insinrct

(@) Professional driving instruction should be lbasen the following main
considerations:

(i) The behaviour of drivers plays an important raleroad traffic accidents
and their prevention;

(i)  Minimum requirements for driving tests haveebeset out in the Agreement
on Minimum Requirements for the Issue and ValidifyDriving Permits
(APC), done at Geneva on 1 April 1975;

(i) In order to ensure that at least these mimmrequirements are respected,
appropriate tuition is necessary;

(iv) The methods of tuitioshould always follow developments in the field of
education and applied psychology and therefore Hpisted to the
requirements of the moment and of local conditions;

(v) Liaison meetings between representatives afrtyischools, instructors and
the authorities responsible for organizing drivirtgsts should be
encouraged so as to improve the standards ofruitio

(b) The requirements indicated in the present regendation are to be considered
as a minimum, and Governmerdisould endeavour to supplement them whenever
possible by measures taking into account currentatnal trends, such as, for
example, computer training modules and the useiahd simulators.
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(c) Itis recommended that Governments take alf@pmate steps to ensure that
tuition in the driving of motor vehicles is gives &ar as possible in accordance with
the minimum conditions set out in paragraphs 23124.1.1.5 and 2.1.1.6 below.

Instructors

Professional tuitiorshould be given only by instructors approved by the caoepe
national authority in accordance with the condiioset out in annex 4 to this
Consolidated Resolution. The instruction given iome countries by trainee
instructors should be under the personal supervisiw the direct responsibility of a
professional instructor.

Vehicles used for tuition

(&) Motor vehicles used for practical tuitighould be so equipped that the
instructor is able to control the vehicle beingrdn by the candidate, so as to prevent
accidents as far as possible.

(b) Vehiclesshould be marked in such a way as to indicate clearth¢ofront and
to the rear that they are being used for tuition.

Tuition

(@) The tuition providedhould aim at promoting a correct attitude and behaviour
in all kinds of traffic situations, cover all theaters set out in annex 5 and follow
the methods set out in annex 6 to this Consolidd&edolution to at least the
standards required by the theoretical and practicaing tests, and enable the
learner to assess traffic hazards and understaad thie risk of an accident is
particularly great during the initial years of dny.

(b) Instructorsshould be encouraged to provide instruction in accordanitk
subparagraphs (a) and (c), and in particular:

() To make the fullest possible use of active rodth of tuition and
modern teaching aids (cf. 2.1.1.2, subpara. (by@hancluding areas
closed to traffic, if appropriate, for certain aaees of vehicles;

(i) To adapt their training methods to suit thdiindual learner in a way
which encourages active participation;

(i) To develop systematic training methods whabordinate theoretical
and practical training in particular aspects oVitig and risk-reducing
or risk-avoiding behaviour.

(c) Suitable facilities, teaching aids and equiptrfenthe provision of theoretical
instruction, determined by education plans andriicibn programmesshould be
provided.
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2.1.1.6 Heavy goods and passenger vehicle drivisimuction

(@) In addition to the instruction necessary toaobta driving permit, it is
recommended that drivers of heavy goods and passerhicles should follow
supplementary initial training before entering grefession. This training should be
renewed periodically, every five years.

(b) The training of these drivers should includdaie specific aspects concerning
behaviour in tunnels. It is moreover essential tthetse drivers should possess
knowledge relating to the safety of vehicles anticle equipment. In particular,
these drivers should learn the correct use ofesefitinguisher.
