obtaining approval under Part Il or Part IV.
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New paragraph 6.1.13.

This proposal is to add the definition of a VASeinded for installation as original equipment
and specify the requirement for such VAS.

Paragraph 6.3.1.2.1.

This proposal is to clarify that, if the VAS is dgsed to activate the alarm under the conditions
of (a) cited test(s) and the alarm is thus activatiering such test(s), the VAS will not be deemed
to have caused the alarm signal to sound “unneglyssa

Paragraph 6.4.2.1.

This proposal is to add an optional procedurelitr tegulation to streamline the operation tests
repeatedly required according to paragraphs 6 4@2482.4., 6.4.2.5., 6.4.2.6. and 6.4.2.8.4. by
taking more rigorous conditions.

Performing some of the tests required in thesegpaphs prior to the operation tests in series for
a sample is more rigorous than performing one @ééftests before performing the operation test
with regard to test conditions.

According to this amendment, manufacturers can shdbis option to decrease their work for
obtaining type approval, provided they have suffitiquality for a VAS to do so.
