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B. JUSTIFICATION

This proposal is based on the existing test prae=dior this Regulation granted by the United

Kingdom's Vehicle Certification Agency (VCA) and ethNetherlands Vehicle Approval
Authority (RDW) except the amendment proposal irageaph 6.4.2.6.

The experts from Japan agree with the reasonshéset practical procedures and try to clarify
them by amending the provisions in the regulation.

Ad Part Il;

Paragraph 6.3.1.2.1.

This proposal is to clarify that, if the Vehicleakin System (VAS) is designed to activate the
alarm under the conditions of (a) cited test(s) @redalarm is thus activated during such test(s),
the VAS will not be deemed to have caused the atagmal to sound "unnecessarily."

Paragraph 6.4.2.1.

This proposal is to add an optional proceduretitr Regulation to streamline the operation tests
repeatedly required according to paragraphs 6.4@2.48.2.4., 6.4.2.5., 6.4.2.6. and 6.4.2.8.4. by
taking more rigorous conditions.

Performing some of the tests required in thesegpapds prior to the operation tests in series for
a sample is more rigorous than performing one edeafitests before performing the operation test
with regard to test conditions.
