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NST 2007 – Asked Questions and
Replies

July 2007

01) Which item should be used for photographic plates, films etc...?

The NST 2007 group 17.5 may cover transport of photographic plates, films etc... (CPA 2008 74.20.11, 74.20.12, 74.20.18). 

02) Which item should be used for works of painters etc...? 

The NST 2007 group 19.2 may cover transport of works of painters etc... (CPA 2008 90.03.13) and drawings (CPA 2008 71.11.10). 

03) Which item should be used for sewage sludge?
Sewage sludge could be included under waste, NST 2007 group 14.2.

04) Which item should be used for coal gas?
Coal gas etc. should be coded under NST 2007 group 07.1 (CPA 2008 19.20.1) or in NST 2007 group 08.1 (CPA 2008 20.11).

05) Which item should be used for museum collections?
Museum collections should be in NST 2007 group 17.5.

06) Which item should be used for electricity?
Electricity is transported, but has not any weight.
August 2007
07) Raw hides and skins are mentioned in NST 2007-division 01 as well as 04 (CPA2008 01.49.3 / 10.11.4). Which division has to be used?  
Division 01 deals with products from agriculture. Group 01.A contains items like wool and eggs but also fur skins.

Group 04.1 in Division 04 includes raw hides and skins that are products from the slaughter houses. Those products are not included in Division 01.

Therefore, the difference lies in where the skinning takes place.

08) Which NST 2007-division has to be used for manure?  
Division 01.

09) Weapons are mentioned in NST 2007-division 10, but the corresponding CPA-Code (25.4) is not listed. 
CPA code 25.4 has been included under NST 2007 group 10.5.  
10) Optical instruments and watches and clocks are mentioned in NST 2007-division 10, but the corresponding CPA-Codes (26.7 / 26.52) are not listed.  
These CPA codes have been included under group 11.7 of NST 2007.  

11) Furnishing is mentioned in NST 2007-division 13, but there are no corresponding CPA-Codes listed (lamps are in NST 2007-division 11, carpets in NST 2007-division 05 etc.) 
Furnishing refers to more than furniture, e.g. lamps and carpets. Therefore "furnishing" has been deleted from group 13.1.  

12) Which NST 2007-division has to be used for wood waste?  
Group 14.2.
13) Which NST 2007-division has to be used for scrap metal?  
Group 14.2.
14) Which NST 2007-division has to be used for sewage sludge?  
Group 17.5.
15) Which NST 2007-division has to be used for excavated materials in construction work (to be used as secondary raw material or to be disposed)?  
Group 14.2.
16) Are we right to assume that there won't be any NST/R - NST2007 correspondence table, because these two classifications are not compatible? 
In fact they are not incompatible but many of their groups and divisions are linked by "1 to N" relations. Therefore we have prepared a conversion table which has been communicated to all CCST (Coordination Committee for Statistics on Transport) on 28 June. This table is in fact available on CIRCA, under different software formats, at the following directory address: http://circa.europa.eu/Members/irc/dsis/transport/library?l=/transport_glossary/4_nomenclatures/conversion_2007&vm=detailed&sb=Title.

17) Which is the actual position in NST 2007 of NST/R codes 213 and 223?

They will take place in NST 2007 group 7.1, of which the name will be extended to "coke oven products; briquettes, ovoids and similar solid fuels". The corresponding CPA code is 19.20.1.

18) Where should go NST/R code 052 (pit props)?

Group 06.1.
19) Where should go NST/R code 546 (other steel hoops and strips – non ECSC)?

Group 10.1.
18) Where should go NST/R code 992 (construction materials, fairgrounds vehicles and equipment, used)?

Group 17.5.

19) There is a contradiction between code 17 "baggage transported separately from passengers" and 17.2 "baggage and articles accompanying travellers"
This group 17.2 refers to transported baggage and items belonging to passengers, the passengers being on the same means of transport or not. 
20) Where should go pesticides and other agrochemical products (from CPA code 20.2)?

Group 08.5.

21) Where should go "christmas trees" in the NST 2007? I cannot find the product in the CPA. 
Growing of christmas trees is an agricultural activity according to NACE rev 2. Does that indicate that the product should be in NST 2007 group 01.7?
Christmas trees (CN code 0604 91 20) are allocated to CPA 2008 subcategory 01.29.20 (with title: "Christmas trees, cut") with the "Other perennial crops" in agriculture in 01.29.  Therefore they should go to group 01.7 which includes CPA category 01.29.

22) Should returnable bottles be in Division 14 ?
If the bottles are considered as waste, Group 14.2 should be used.

If the bottles are returned to the breweries, the bottles should be considered as owned by the brewery and classified as non-market goods, i.e. Group 17.5.

23) 

We are now in the middle of translating our earlier commodity codes in order to adjust to NST2007.
In our work we encounter several problems that I would like to discuss with you.
Very often, our respondents do not leave us as detailed information in the questionnaires as we should like and with NST2007 it makes things even more difficult for us to code in to the correct division and group.
I have a couple of examples that you maybe can help me with.
For example our respondents often tell us that they transport "VVS-material". Such can contain of both plastic components and metal products of all sorts. Earlier on we could use construction material for such mixed transports. How are we supposed to handle such a cargo now? Is it better to put the transport in division 09 or maybe division 18?
Office materials is another problem. Such a transport can contain a number of different commodities.
Kitchen supplies?
Hygiene  products?
I am afraid that we will get even higher figures on division 18 then before if we use that code to much. The best way would be to contact the respondents again if we are uncertain but our budget does not allow that.
Can you give me some guidelines regarding this problem with insufficient information from the respondents?
Group18.0 should be used if it is a mixture of VVS-products relating to different Divisions (or groups). Group 09.1 should be used for VVS-materials like sanitary fixtures. For VVS-materials like heating installations Group 10.5 should be used. In lack of a more detailed product description Group 19.2 should be used. Alternatively one may return to the transport operator for further information.

 

If a heading like VVS or office materials etc...  covers products belonging to different Divisions, Group 19.2 for unknown products should be used unless we definitely know that we have a mixture of products, then Group 18.0 would be better.

 

The use of Division 19 (group 19.2 in this case) should be as limited as possible. One possibility would be to refine the instructions to the transport operators like: Give a detailed description of the products, i.e. not just VVS-products but rather sanitary fixtures or radiators.

We have encountered a couple more questions regarding NST2007 and hopefully you can help us this time as well.
 

- Pellets, solid fuels made of mainly of wood  

Group 07.1  
NB:  Pellets and briquettes are manufactured of compressed wood chips maybe also mixed with cut straws. 
We have put briquettes under 07.1, so we suggest the same for pellets.
 

- Eggs, fresh from a farm. There seems to be both CPA code 10.89.12 and 01.47.2???

Group 01.A  
  

- Environmental friendly diesel such as ECO20, other types of liquid fuels with some mix of seed or oil from plants for example Ethanol (E85) where 85 per cent is ethanol and 15 per cent is petrol.

- Pallets, of wood, of plastics or of metal, different codes? Are they supposed to be coded differently depending on if they are newly made or transported as empty goods?  

Group 16.2 if empty, 12.2 if new  
 
 

- Energy wood, salix, normally grown on farms instead of cereals

- Tar

- Tar paper, used on roofs and for other building purposes

- Batteries, is there a difference between batteries for cars and small batteries for example regarding MP-3s?

- Small sheds used for the personal at construction sites, with or without wheels

- Seed that is prepared with or without chemicals for growing new plants
