1. Atits seventy-first session the Inland Transpashiinittee (ITC) recognized that transit is
an important issue to be considered and requeséesktcretariat to monitor in an analytical way
the developments related to the transit issue, elk a8 the opportunities to further facilitate
international transport and to regularly inform $@nd ITC accordingly (ECE/TRANS/206,

paragraphs 47-50).

2. The International Road Transport Union (IRU) haspared this document in support of
the task entrusted by the ITC to the secretaridtiamesponse to the proposal made by Turkey
that “the current status of transit road transpoiitas of permit systems in the UNECE region
should be analyzed in detail by either an ad-hgeexgroup or a Task Force to be established
with participation on a voluntary basis, and thataalytical study is conducted by a consulting
company or an NGO, such as the IRU which has tls¢ $murces of information through its
member associations in the UNECE region and bey(BGE/TRANS/206, paragraph 48).

3. Albania: unless otherwise provided for in a bilateral agreetngoods transport operations
to and from Albania are subject to authorization.

4. Austria: except where otherwise provided for under bilategieement, the transport of
goods to or from, or in transit through Austrissighject to authorization. Transports performed
by companies registered in an EU couhtse ruled by the regulations of the Communityrise
(EU regulation 881/92).

5. Azerbaijan: unless otherwise provided for in a bilateral agreengnormally fixing permit
quotas exempt from fees), a transport authorizatmes not exempt a haulier from payment of
road charges and other fees. It is possible tarobtaauthorization at the border and at prices in
force.

6. Belarus: unless otherwise provided for under a bilateraleagrent, goods transport
operations to, from or in transit through Belartes subject to authorisation.

7. Belgium: transport operators from the countries mentionedsaibject to authorizations
necessary for operations to, from or in transibtigh Belgium. Transport operators from ECMT
countries may obtain ECMT authorizations from tekevant authorities in their own country.
The ECMT authorization allows transit, bilateraldnangular transport operations to be carried
out between and through ECMT countries according@MT rules in force.

8. Bosnia and Herzegovina: if no bilateral agreement exists, goods may onlyraasported
into Bosnia-Herzegovina under cover of an ECMT ar#ation. Authorizations are not issued
at border crossing points.

9. Bulgaria: unless otherwise provided for by a bilateral agre®in goods transport
performed by hauliers registered in a non-EU cagutdr from or in transit through Bulgaria is
subject to authorization.

10. Czech Republic: third country operations between EEA and non EEAntges can be
performed according to appropriate bilateral agess Concerning the remaining states,
except where otherwise provided for by bilaterakagnent, the transport of goods to or from or
in transit across the Czech Republic is subjeautborization.

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11. Denmark: except where otherwise provided for under bilatagateement, the transport of
goods to or from, or in transit through Denmarkubject to authorization.

12. Estonia: unless otherwise provided for in a bilateral agreethan ECMT license or a
third country authorization is required for thensport of goods between EU and non-EU
countries by hauliers from EU member states, Nora@y Switzerland.

13. Finland: except where otherwise provided for by bilaterateaghent, an occasional
international transport of goods by road to Finlamdsubject to authorization. To obtain the
required authorization, the carrier must submigpplication with detailed data on the transport
operation and the dates of entrance into the cguiitrte application is to be addressed to the
competent authorities of the country of registrati®he regular transport of goods by road to
Finland is subject to special authorization. Tramspf goods by road in transit is subject to
authorization, if not otherwise agreed upon betwammtries.

14. France: transport operations carried out by companies tegid in a country with which
France has no bilateral agreement must be coveyea $pecial authorization issued by the
Regional Directorate of Equipment. (“short zoneddnon-short zone” operations are treated
differently). Transit authorizations are only valat one trip. Carriers from countries with which
France has concluded a bilateral agreement must Hezir applications to their national
authorities which, within the framework of the bdeal agreement, are entrusted with issuing
transport authorizations on behalf of the Frenclve&oment within the quota annually set and
according to the conditions laid down in this agneet.

15. Georgia: unless otherwise provided for by a bilateral agreimgoods transport to, from
or in transit through Georgia is subject to authation.

16. Germany: in principle, a German authorization is required ttee performance of road
haulage operations for hire or reward to, fromrotransit through Germany using vehicles not
registered under the Law on Road Haulage.

17. Greece: unless otherwise provided for by a bilateral agrestngoods transport to or from,
or in transit through Greece is subject to auttadion.

18. Hungary: authorizations for the carriage of goods to, framnatransit across Hungary or
to third countries or for cabotage operations asued by the Ministry of Transport,
Telecommunications and Energy. Foreign carrierstrapply via the Ministry of Transport of
their own country.

19. Italy: except where bilateral agreements provide forittentes to be issued, as is usually
the case, by the competent authorities of the cpuntwhich the vehicle is registered, goods
transport to or from Italy is subject to authoriaatissued by the Ministero dei Trasporti.

20. Kyrgyzstan: unless otherwise provided for by bilateral agreemdme international
transport of goods in the Kyrgyz Republic is subjecauthorization.
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21. Luxemburg: international goods transport operations to oramgit through Luxemburg
and carried out by a haulier from a third (non-Edyntry is, in principle, subject to bilateral or
multilateral authorization.

22. Netherlands: road hauliers from Albania, Azerbaijan, BelarBssnia and Herzegovina,
Croatia, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Moldova, Morocco, dRysSerbia and Montenegro, the Former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Tunisia, Turkey, bekistan, Ukraine can obtain the
necessary authorizations for transport to, froninaransit through the Netherlands from their
national authorities. A so-called universal perailbws bilateral, transit traffic and also third-
country transport with the following countries: Bels, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Georgia,
Morocco, Moldova, Montenegro, Russia, the Formegd&lav Republic of Macedonia, Tunisia,
Ukraine, and Uzbekistan.

23. Norway: goods transports from outside the EEA region abgestito a bilateral agreement
or to an ECMT license.

24. Poland: unless otherwise provided for under a bilategaeament, the transport of goods
to, from or in transit through Poland is subjeciatghorization. Hauliers from countries which
have concluded a bilateral agreement with Polaodldhapply to the relevant authorities in their
own country for the authorization.

25. Portugal: goods transport operations are subject to awhtion unless otherwise
provided for under a bilateral agreement.

26. Romania: except where otherwise provided for in bilateraleagnents (exemption from
authorization or authorizations not subject to et transport of goods to, from or in transit
through Romania is subject to authorization. Indhse of a goods vehicle which is not covered
by a bilateral agreement or which arrives at thedéo without a valid authorization, an
authorization is issued at a price of 1200 euros.

27. Russia: vehicles registered in countries which have coredubilateral agreements with
Russia may enter Russian territory in accordancd whie conditions laid down in such
agreements. Transport operators from countries lwhave not signed such agreements must
obtain an authorization for operation on Russiantéey from the Ministry of Transport of the
Russian Federation. In such a case, transport toperahould apply through their national
Ministry of Transport.

28. Sovakia: the carriage of goods to or from or in transit tigb Slovakia, or to third
countries or for cabotage operations are subjegtitioorization.

29. Sovenia: for all other transport operations, the requiremanhot of an authorization is
governed by bilateral and multilateral (EU, ECMTgreements. In the absence of such an
agreement, the driver may obtain a Ministry of B@ort authorization through the customs
services at the Slovenian border.

30. Spain: goods transport to, from or in transit through 8pi&i subject to authorization.
Foreign transport firms, whose countries have motctuded bilateral agreements with Spain
should apply to the Direccion General de Transgofterrestres, Ministerio de Obras Publicas,
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giving full particulars concerning the trip. In easf a valid bilateral agreement, authorizations
are issued by the foreign Ministry of Transport jeab to quotas which vary according to
whether the traffic concerns the contracting caesfrtransit, or traffic with third countries.

31. Sweden: the system depends on whether or not the countwhioh the foreign carrier is
domiciled has an agreement with Sweden.

(@) Carriers from Belarus, Iran, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstdorocco, Russia, Turkey, Tunisia
and Ukraine are exempted from authorisation undatelal agreements.

(b) Carriers from Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprusgze€h Republic, Denmark, Estonia,
Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Iceland, Irelahdly, Latvia, Liechtenstein,
Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Norwa&@pland, Portugal, Romania,
Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Switzerland, and thetéthKingdom are exempted under
Community licenses.

(c) Carriers from Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech RepublicioB®, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania,
Luxembourg, Netherlands, Poland, Romania, Slova&iayenia, Switzerland, Turkey
and Ukraine are exempted under third country lieens

(d) Carriers from Albania, Armenia, Austria, AzerbaijaBelarus, Belgium, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, idark, Estonia, Finland, France,
Georgia, Germany, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italgtvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania,
Luxembourg, Malta, Moldova, Montenegro, Netherlanderway, Poland, Portugal,
Romania, Russia, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Sgamtzerland, the Former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia, Turkey, United Kingdom an#réine are exempted under
ECMT licenses.

(e) Special permits allow one bilateral journey (to 8em and back or from Sweden and
back) or one transit journey through Sweden. Thesenits are issued to foreign
hauliers from countries which have no transporteagrent with Sweden. These
countries are as follows: Algeria, Andorra, ArmeniAzerbaijan, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Faroe Islands, Georgia, Iraq, Isrdedbanon, Moldova, Monaco,
Montenegro, Serbia, Syria, Tajikistan, the Formemdslav Republic of Macedonia,
Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.

Carriers from other countries must apply for auttadion at the Swedish Transport Agency.

32. Switzerland: the transport of goods to, from or in transit thigbuSwitzerland is not, in
principle, subject to authorization, except for @g®ns carried out by vehicles registered in
Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstéyrgyzstan, Moldova, Morocco, Russia,
Ukraine or Uzbekistan.

33. Ukraine: vehicles registered in countries which have coredubilateral agreements with
Ukraine may enter the territory of Ukraine in aaaoice with the conditions laid down in such
agreements. Drivers of all goods transport vehiel@gring Ukraine and registered in countries
which have not signed such agreements, must bessegsion of an authorization issued by the
Ministry of Transport of Ukraine.
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34. United Kingdom: except where otherwise provided for under a bitdtergreement,
operators wishing to carry goods to, from or imsia through the UK in a vehicle whose
maximum permitted weight exceeds 3.5t must nornfalyn possession of an operator's license.

35. Uzbekistan: unless otherwise provided for under a bilaterakegrent, the transport of
goods to or in transit through Uzbekistan is suldje@uthorization.
