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The present document contains the final draft efdamendment proposals related to Chapter 5
entitled “Waterway Signs and Markifigprepared by the informal working group on CEVNI
based on the decisions of the thirty-fourth ses$i@E/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/66, para. 17). The
additions to the original text are highlighted iold and the text to be deleted is highlighted in
strike-through.
