The Committee noted with satigtactthat there are now forty-five
Contracting Parties to the Agreement on the Intesnal Carriage of Perishable Foodstuffs and
on the Special Equipment to be Used for such Gar{aTP).
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3. The Committee welcomed the official adoptionthy Working Party on the Transport
of Perishable Foodstuffs (WP.11) of the ATP Hand®owmhich would be a useful tool for
clarifying provisions of the ATP, and also WP.1damsideration of the possible extension of the
scope of the ATP to cover fresh fruit and vegetable

4. The Committee urged ATP Contracting Parties doept the proposed amendments
adopted at the sixty-fourth session of WP.11 inoBet 2008, including a revised text of Annex
1 of the ATP.

5. The representative of Germany informed the Cdtemithat on 15 May 2009 the
Bundesrat (Federal Assembly) was scheduled to sksthe proposed amendments to the ATP
circulated to Contracting Parties in March 2008 ERANS/WP.11/216 and Add.1) and that
hopefully it would be in a position to accept them.

6. The ITC endorsed documents ECE/TRANS/2009/6-gemder issues in transport and
requested the secretariat to circulate them tahalllITC’s subsidiary bodies for consideration

8. The ITC endorsed the report of the ChairmarhefNlultidisciplinary Expert Group on
Inland Transport Security, agreed that the grouquishbe re-activated annually as an informal
group to discuss horizontal issues addressed aitTiitss subsidiary bodies and provide an
international platform for exchange of best praegticand decided to include the subject of inland
transport security on the agenda of its next seq8CE/TRANS/206, paras. 53 and 54).

submit proposals to the Bureau for consideratioth @porting to the ITC at its next session
(ECE/TRANS/206, para. 68).

(@) Status of application of the Agreement

17. The number of Contracting Parties to ATP (43he same as at the sixty-fourth session
in 2008: Albania, Andorra, Austria, Azerbaijan, 8els, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estomimland, France, Georgia, Germany,
Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Kazakhstan, Latkithuania, Luxembourg, Moldova, Monaco,

Montenegro, Morocco, Netherlands, Norway, Polanatfugal, Romania, Russian Federation,
Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, The dorMugoslav Republic of Macedonia,

Tunisia, Ukraine, United Kingdom, United Statesfofierica, Uzbekistan.
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(b) Status of amendments

18. Proposed amendments to the Annexes to ATP ediagt the sixty-third session of
WP.11 (ECE/TRANS/WP.11/216, Annex 1 and ECE/TRANB/WM/216/Add.1) were
circulated to Contracting Parties by the depositargn 6 March 2008
(C.N.138.2008.TREATIES-1). On 22 August 2008, trev&nment of Germany, in accordance
with Article 18 (2) (b) of the ATP, informed the Getary-General that although it intended to
accept the proposals, the conditions for such aanep were not yet fulfilled. Consequently, the
amendments would be deemed accepted only if, béfi@rexpiry of a period of nine months
following the initial notification period of six mths (i.e. before 6 June 2009), the Government
of Germany did not notify an objection to the pre@d amendments. By depositary notification
C.N.357.2009.TREATIES-2 of 11 June 2009, the Treadgtion informed Contracting Parties
that Germany had not submitted an objection antdbasequently the proposed amendments
were considered accepted on 6 June 2009 and wotddiato force on 6 December 2009.

19. The revised Annex 1 to ATP adopted at the dotyth session of WP.11
(ECE/TRANS/WP.11/218/Add.1) was circulated to Caoting Parties on 2 April 2009
(C.N.191.2009.TREATIES-1). Two corrigenda to thatcdment have been issued. Barring
objections, the revised Annex 1 will be consideaedepted on 2 October 2009 and will enter
into force six months later.

33. At its sixty-fourth session, the Working Partywited Slovakia to submit a revised
proposal regarding the ATP checklist, adding anothictory text and proposing where in the
Handbook it could be included. The revised docunagpears in ECE/TRANS/WP.11/2009/16.

34. The WP.11 also invited the Russian Federatmnsubmit an official document
regarding the placement of temperature measuringeepnt for K value testing of tanks. This
proposal has not yet been received.

"perishable foodstuffs”, the sea crossing and aseres. Any passages which seem relevant are
reproduced in Informal document INF.5 with an iradion of the symbol and the date of the
document in which they were found.

The report
calls for ITC subsidiary bodiesnter alia, to review international legal instruments undezirt
responsibility and to create an inventory of erigtsecurity measures and a list of potentially
desirable additional security provisions.
