Government’s national certificate or have passedxamination in accordance with Annex
1, Part 1, paragraph 2 where this is acceptedéijnthlementing Government.

The international certificate should conform te thodels in Annexes 2 or 3 to this
resolution and should be made out in the officatlonal language or languages, the title of
the document being given, if possible, in two of three languages English, French and
Russian.
