1. At its thirty-sixth session, the Working Partygpaoved the draft questionnaire on
regional and national special requirements preparédy the secretariat
(ECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/2010/1) and asked Governmeamd River Commissions to
complete the questionnaire and transmit their nesp® to the secretariat, so that the latter
could prepare a consolidated document on exceptitmsthe revised CEVNI
(ECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/72, para.11). The preliminargtatus document on
implementation of CEVNI, as envisaged in chaptef ¢he revised CEVNI, is reproduced
below.
