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Joint session with the Working Party on Road Transport

At its 104th session (19-21 October 2009) the WaykParty decided to develop synergies
with other working parties of the United NationsoBomic Commission for Europe

(UNECE). As a first step, to this decision the Chai the Working Party on Road

Transport (SC.1) sent a letter to the Chair of \tlerking Party on Road Traffic Safety

(WP.1) proposing a joint session, on 29 Septemi@d02to discuss issues of common
interest.

At its 59th session (22-24 March 2010) WP.1 decittedelebrate the 60 years of road
safety activities in the United Nations system,ncaling with its sixtiethsession, by
organizing a joint session with the SC.1 in thermfbon of 29 September 2010.

It is reminded that the Working Party on Road Tpams (SC.1) was established on 5
February 1948 by resolution no. 13 of the Inland anBport Committee
(E/ECE/TRANS/59). Until the 1990s the Working Padly Road Traffic Safety (WP.1)
and the World Forum for Harmonization of Vehiclegekations (WP.29) were subsidiary
bodies of SC.1.

The work of the UNECE on road traffic safety firstiarted sixty years ago, when, by
resolution no. 22 on the prevention of accidents Narch 1950), the SC.1 created an ad
hoc working party on the prevention of accidentsstady methods of preventing road
accidents and to send out a questionnaire to Mei@beernments on the subject. Since
then the intergovernmental body has gone throufferdint permutations including the
Group of Experts on Road Traffic Safety (GE.20) sé&8' session was held from 26 to
30 October 1987.

It was decided in March 1988 by a special sessfoth® UNECE (E/ECE/1150/Rev.1,
para. 96), that the Group of Experts on Road Toaffafety should become the present
Working Party on Road Traffic Safety (WP.1). Thestfisession of the WP.1 was held from
16 to 19 May 1988. At its 8Dsession (12-16 January 1998), the Inland Transport
Committee decided that the Working Party on Roaaffitr Safety should cease to be a
subsidiary body of the Working Party on Road Tramspnd should report directly to the
Committee.

In 2010, the 6D Anniversary of road traffic safety activities inet United Nations system

coincides with the sixtieth session of the WP.1 anldl be celebrated through the joint

meeting of the two historical working bodies whi¢hrough legal instruments and best
practices, have made the difference in improvingdreafety and transport operations
across Europe and far beyond.

One expected outcome of the joint session is tbatncon areas of interest are identified,
on which further cooperation could be developeghsas, but not limited to road safety in
tunnels, implementation of the digital tachograipifrastructure safety, fleet management
and training for professional drivers, “Green Casglstem, and corporate safety.
