Consistency between the Convention on Road Traffic, 1968, and the vehicle technical
regulations

At its fifty-ninth session, the Working Party deedito adjust the Convention to reflect the
positive effect of technical progress in correspogdehicle technical regulations.

The Working Party also decided to create a smatlu@) group of experts, consisting of
representatives of both WP.1 and the World Forum Harmonization of Vehicle
Regulations (WP.29) to prepare, jointly, a propasaamendment to the Convention, to be
submitted to the sixtieth session of WP.1. The bigraup is also expected to define, for
the clarification of articles 8 and 13 of the Contien, the Driver Assistance Systems
(DAS) that assist the driver and those that adeat of the driver. From WP.1 the small
group consists of experts from France, Germanysidnd-ederation and Spain.
