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I ntroduction

1. The new paragraph 3.4.13 (a) as approved apr#néous session introduces the
obligation to mark vehicles in accordance with B4(3.4.12 ADR 2009) at the front and at
the rear except when orange-coloured plate maridngiready displayed in accordance
with 5.3.2. The termdéjd’ (already) in the French version of this text riegs explanation.

Is the text referring to a mixed load of packagegeced by Chapter 3.4 and that includes
packages subject to all the provisions of ADR, adch must therefore necessarily be
marked with orange-coloured plates?

2. For their own organizational reasons, some caoiegaare interested in the
possibility of being able to display orange-colaupate marking on their transport units at
all times. We have found no text in ADR that speaify prohibits the use of orange-
coloured plate marking for the carriage of dangsrgoods that are partially or fully
exempted from the regulations. Since the exempt&stablished in the regulations are
simply dispensations made available to users,dpzarently possible for a user to choose
not to apply all the possible exemptions. Thus, éxample, it is possible to carry
dangerous goods qualifying for the exemptions distedxl in Chapter 3.4 (or any other
exemptions) in a vehicle conforming to Part 9 of ARiriven by a driver with a valid ADR
training certificate and fitted with equipment comrhing to Part 8 (fire extinguishers), with
the driver's instructions and the transport documen board, without being in
contravention of the regulations. We would like iMerking Party to give its opinion on
the application of this rule, which appears cleaolyapply in the cases listed above, to the
case of a vehicle carrying only dangerous goodsriited quantities, as set out in Chapter
3.4, but marked with orange-coloured plates in edaoce with section 5.3.2.

3. Apparently, then, ADR is applicable when a tpaors operator carries out rounds
including mixed deliveries (Chapter 3.4) for whigtange-coloured plates are displayed on
departure. If, in the course of the journey, thadlacontains only dangerous goods in
accordance with Chapter 3.4, the operator may moatio display the orange-coloured
plates for the rest of the journey. However, the ofsthe term “already” would apparently
exclude any other possible use of orange-coloulate pnarking in cases covered by
Chapter 3.4. It is standard practice for a singlengany to make deliveries sometimes
covered by Chapter 3.4 and at other times in campé with all the provisions of ADR. In
the course of a round it is possible that vehictesked in accordance with Chapter 3.4
may load dangerous goods that require orange-cdoplate marking. In such cases the
driver would then be required to display orangesuodéd plates in addition to those
prescribed in 3.4.15. However, it is impracticatéquire drivers to constantly change their
plates in the course of a round according to charngetheir load, initially displaying
marking in accordance with 3.4.15, then switchmgnarking in accordance with 5.3.2, and
so on, several times during the same round. Chgnglich loads and mixed deliveries,
coupled with the requirement to change platesnateasy to manage.
