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I ntroduction

During the eighty-seventh session of the Work@drgup, the issue of the number of

extinguishers that must be kept on board vehiclas discussed without, however, a
definitive solution being reached. Paragraphs 8 @t report ECE/TRANS/WP.15/203
summarize the discussion as follows:

8. The Working Party confirmed that, under 8.1.4c), the minimum total
capacity of the extinguishers required under 811(#) applied, regardless of the
number of extinguishers per transport unit, andiuthed the capacity of the
extinguisher required under 8.1.4.1 (a).

9. The Working Party acknowledged, however, tha durrent wording of
8.1.4.1 could lead to problems of interpretatiord d@hat the wording should be
revised in the future, on the basis of a proposeenaiment.

The beginning of 8.1.4.1 of ADR is worded asoiwk:

“8.1.4.1 The following provisions apply to transponits carrying dangerous goods
other than those referred to in 8.1.4.2:

€) Every transport unit shall be equipped witheatst one portable fire
extinguisher for the inflammability classes, B and C, with a minimum total
capacity of 2 kg dry powder (or an equivalent céyator any other suitable
extinguishing agent), suitable for fighting a firethe engine or cab of the transport
unit;

(b)  Additional equipment is required as follows:...

The opening of 8.1.4.1 (b) clearly means that éwtinguishers are required: one of

2 kg as indicated in 8.1.4.1 (a); and another, tamdil one as specified in (b).
Consequently, the affirmation made in paragrapht@ereport of the session of November
2009, instead of reflecting the content of the ggzictually contradicts that content. ADR
requires at least two extinguishers. Thereforéhéf Working Party is to uphold the view
expressed in November 2009, the wording of 8.1(l). Will have to be changed.

Amend the first line of 8.1.4.1 (b) to read akéofws:

“(b) For the transport units described below, mytishers with the
following minimum total capacities are required.. ..

1 For the definition of inflammability classes, ®&ndard EN 2:1992 Classification of fires.
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
