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The text reproduced below was prepared by the éxjpem the International
Organization of Motor Vehicle Manufacturers (OICi) order to maintain the alignment
between the European Agreement concerning thenkienal Carriage of Dangerous
Goods by Road (ADR) and Regulation No. 105. Thaeliffaations to the current text of
the Regulation are marked in bold or strikethroogaracters.

Proposal

Paragraph 4.2., amend to read:

10.4. No Contracting Party applying this Regulatisimall refuse national or
regional type approval of a vehicle type approvedthe -0405 series of
amendments to this Regulation.

10.5. As fromdJandary-2008January 2012 no Contracting Party applying this
Regulation shall grant national or regional typerapal of a vehicle type
approved to the preceding series of amendmentgg&egulation.”*

provisions (TRANS/WP.29/1044). Furthermore, it seemfat transitional provision
1.6.5.12 of the ADR introduced by ECE/TRANS/WP.IBI2s not taken into account.

Justification

1. Currently, the ADR, 2009 edition, and Regulatio. 105 do not quote the latest
versions of standards ISO 12098 and ISO 7638 (CGnargfor the electrical connection of
towing and towed vehicles) as examples of the cctiores to be used between motor
vehicles and trailers to ensure the appropriatelleé protection (IP54) and to prevent
accidental disconnection.

2. From the 2011 edition of ADR (see ECE/TRANS/WHP2D4), both standards
ISO 12098:2004 and ISO 7638:2003 become mandatorypdw vehicles. It is therefore
considered necessary to maintain alignment betwlge®DR and Regulation No. 105. In
addition, in order to enable the ADR approval bsdiebe confident that the vehicle being
inspected is compliant with the new mandatory nesfuent, the approval plate in
Regulation No. 105 needs to show the next levekaks of amendments, i.e. 05.

3. As mentioned above, for ADR 2011 the equivakentence (paragraph 9.2.2.6.3)
will be revised such that the last sentence of #fwve paragraph now becomes:
“Connections shall be in conformity with 1SO 1202804 and ISO 7638:2003, as
appropriate”. An equivalent amendment to the ttéorsal provisions of ADR, 2011 edition

(paragraph 1.6.5.4.) was adopted by the WorkindgyPam the Transport of Dangerous
Goods (WP.15) at its eighty-seventh session (2-¢eNter 2009).
