Reasons

5. Safety

About 5,000 kto of heavy fuel oil are transporteahi German refineries. About 50%
of these transports are with inland waterways tadsels, about 45% by tank wagons,
and about 5% by road tank trucks.

No safety deficits havergee in the course of these transport
operations, which have been carried out for mamysye

According to present knowledge, some of the trarispbthe tanks to be used for
heavy fuel oil is not approved under dangerous gdedislation, and the tank truck
drivers do not have an ADR training certificate.

The properties of heavy fuel oil have not chandmd,rather, due to new analysis, a
classification criterion has led to stricter cléisation at short notice.

6. Feasibility

The changeover to tanks, vehicles and ADR traimhgank truck drivers permitted
under dangerous goods regulations for transpodaoigerous goods will take some
time. Estimates assume that it will be up to 2 gyear
