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I ntroduction

1. Sweden has noticed that the responsibility dtatehe first sentence in sub-section
4.2.1.9.1 is expressed differently in ADR and RID. ADR it is indicated that the
consignor shall ensure that the appropriate pataik is used. However, in RID the filler
is identified to have the same responsibility.

2. In corresponding requirements in sub-section24721, 4.2.3.6.1 and 4.2.4.5.1 the
responsibility prior to filling is written in pasg form. The obligations of the participants
are described in Chapter 1.4. Therefore, Swedepoges to harmonise the texts and use
passive form also in sub-section 4.2.1.9.1.

3. However, we are aware that the passive forrhésd sub-sections in RID/ADR is in
disharmony with the UN Model Regulations (except $ob-section 4.2.4.5.1). The UN
Model Regulations states that the consignor isaesiple to ensure that the appropriate
tank is used.

4. If the Joint Meeting is of the opinion that UNolNel Regulations should be
amended, Sweden is willing to prepare a proposaittoduce the passive form in the UN
Model Regulations as well.

Proposal

dangerously with them to form dangerous productappreciable weaken
these materials.".
