Introduction
1. Note 1 to 2.2.3.1.1 RID/ADR/ADN provides an exeroptifrom classification in

class 3 for substances having a flash-point ab&V&3and not sustaining combustion.

2. Whereas RID/ADR/ADN limits this exemption to “nooxic and non-corrosive”
substances, subsection 2.3.1.3 of the UN Model Régns does not include this limitation
but makes this exemption possible for all flammaigjeids.

3. Substances unable to sustain combustion do not adéEmmable hazard. It is
therefore not justified to except such substaneasnly toxic or corrosive properties from
declassification as flammable liquids. Thereforeasitproposed to align RID/ADR/ADN
with the UN Model Regulations.
