  Introduction 

1. The text of 5.4.1.1.2 (c) states that the data in column (5) of Table C of Chapter 3.2 
should be contained in the transport document. For substances assigned to some generic 
entries (e.g. UN 1202) or a N.O.S. entry these data may typically be N1, N2, N3, CMR, F 
or S. The filler and the carrier, however, need the real data for the specific product to be 
able to use the flowchart. 

2. Therefore 5.4.1.1.2 (c) should contain a clarification about the data required in the 
transport document in the case of transport of products assigned to such group entries.
