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At its seventy-third session held in Geneva fror8 March 2011, the Inland Transport
Committee noted that, according to paragraph BZ.50f Annex A of the European
Agreement concerning the international carriagedahgerous goods by road (ADR),
restrictions to the passage of vehicles carryinggdeous goods through road tunnels
applied by Contracting Parties to ADR must be pitdd officially and made publicly
available. Contracting Parties must notify the UNEE€&cretariat of such restrictions so that
the UNECE secretariat may make this informationliplypbavailable on its website. The
failure of many Contracting Parties to do so posatherous logistical problems. As the
authorities responsible for road safety are noessary the same as those competent for
ADR, the Committee requested the appropriate adtnaiions of the Contracting Parties to
ADR to transmit to the secretariat information ceming restrictions on the passage of
vehicles carrying dangerous goods through roadetsnn order to allow the secretariat to
make this information public pursuant to paragraf®©.5.3.7 of ADR (see
ECE/TRANS/221, para. 86). The Working Party mayhwte remind administrations
responsible for restrictions and their signallifighos obligation for Contracting Parties to
ADR.

Consistency between the Convention on Road Traffi(1968) and vehicle technical
regulations

WP.1 will consider amendment proposals to the 186Bvention on Road Traffic related
to lighting and light—signalling (ECE/TRANS/WP.1/P0¥4) with a view to maintaining

consistency between the Convention and other iatiermal legal instruments, in particular
those developed by the World Forum for HarmonizatibVehicle Regulations.

At its sixty-first session, WP.1 decided to congrtonsidering draft amendment proposals
concerning the definition of “Driver Assistance f&yas” (DAS). In this context, an
informal group of experts (France, Germany, Rus§iaderation and Spain) may wish to
present an update of its work on amendment proposalated to DAS
(ECE/TRANS/WP.1/2011/5).

WP.1 will discuss: (a) divergences/inconsistendietween the "EU Driver Licence
Directive" of December 2006 and the 1968 ConventiorRoad Traffic and (b) a possible
application of ISO standards in the area of doroksternational driving permits. The
European Union is encouraged to lead discussionkistopic.
