I ntroduction

1. The new revised Annex 1 of the ATP entered fotoe on 2 January 2011. When
revising Annex 1, Appendix 1 and reordering theagaaphs, account was not taken of
Article 2 of the ATP which states that "...Each Canting Party shall recognize the
validity of certificates of compliance issued innéormity with annex 1, appendix 1,
paragraph 4 to this Agreement by the competenbaityrof another Contracting Party...".

2. As pointed out in the correction proposed by ti®ovak Republic
(ECE/TRANS/WP.11/2011/4), in the revised Annex ppAndix 1, it is paragraph 3 which
deals with certificates of compliance and not peaply 4. The secretariat did not notice this
mistake at the time.

Proposal

3. The easiest way to correct this error would berdplace "paragraph 4" by
"paragraph 3" in Article 2 as proposed by the SkoRepublic. However, amending the
Agreement itself is more complicated for some Caxting Parties than amending the
annexes. In some countries, amending the Agreereguires an act of parliament. For
that reason, it might be preferable for some céestio leave Article 2 unchanged but to

references to the paragraph numbers which appsawvkeére in the ATP.
