On 26
July 2011, the Government of Germany, in accordavite Article 18 (2) (b) of the ATP,
informed the Secretary-General that although iended to accept the proposals, the
conditions for such acceptance were not yet faelill(C.N.493.2011.TREATIES-2).
Consequently, the amendments would be deemed adcepty if, before the expiry of a
period of nine months following the initial notiéiion period of six months (i.e. before 11
May 2012), the Government of Germany did not notfy objection to the proposed
amendments.
