1. In accordance with its Terms of Reference, tmeu@ of Experts is expected to
complete its work within two years and to submitireport of its accomplishments. This
will include policy-oriented recommendations thaimato improve the long-term
sustainability of international transport and sestbexamples of national policies, address
the issues of transport networks vulnerability aggtnmember Governments, including
developing and landlocked countries, as well adlsahand States.

2. The Expert Group is expected to assist in tHeviting issues:

(a) Identify potential climatic impacts on transpiofrastructure, including ports
and their hinterland connections, as well as onspart services and networks across the
broader supply-chain, including their type, range distribution across different regions
and transport modes;

(b) Determine the costs of climatic impacts foremmational inland transport
networks, including the broader implications foade and development of impacted
countries as well as identify the requirementscforesponding adaptation responses;
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(c) Identify existing best practices in nationalipies and risk management as
well as formulation of relevant strategies to erdeathe resilience of international transport
networks, through changes in infrastructure desigmd operation planning and
management, taking into account specific risks\ariderabilities.

B. Activities

3. The Group of Experts will undertake the follogimain tasks, which are further
defined in the Terms of Reference and will be fertalaborated, as required, throughout
the whole period of its work, with the support bétsecretariat:

(a) Adopt its work plan (objectives, activitieang schedule);

(b)  Take stock of the available data and analybiclimate change impacts on
international transport networks in the ECE regiod beyond,;

(©) Collect information on all relevant planninganagement, organizational and
other initiatives for adaptation of transport netksoto climate change;

(d)  Prepare, in a coordinated manner, recommengato proposals to member
Governments, with a view to improving the adapigbibf transport networks to climate
change in areas such as: infrastructure, risk-ssseg# methodology, evaluation of
adaptive measures, risk management, training teold,cross-border information sharing
by national transport authorities;

(e) Convene an International Conference on Adaptati Transport Networks
to Climate Change to raise awareness and provjlésno the work;

() Prepare and present a final report of its work;

4, In carrying out its main tasks, the Expert Gratlh among others, also:

(a) Review the geographical scope of the work, tes Terms of Reference
stipulate that the Expert Group may study climatenge impacts and adaptation
requirements for international transport networlithiw and beyond the UNECE region;

(b) Identify potential partners in the public oivatte sector and on the national,
regional and international level, with whom the EspGroup may wish to collaborate in
respect of its work, with a view to awareness ngigind exchange of best practices, as well
as ensuring extra budgetary funding in supportoéctivities;

(©) Identify suitable methodological approachesdathering and disseminating
relevant information, i.e. conducting studies, rildsiting questionnaires, using existing
studies and national strategies, existing besttipegcin risk management and financing of
adaptation measures, among others;

(d) Identify any necessary data (including speaifémlogical or meteorological
data elements) that the Expert Group may requite migard to regions or countries that
run a higher risk of being impacted, are partidylaulnerable, or are already experiencing
the effects of climate change on their transpoiwoeks.
