I. Proposal

Annex 3, paragraph 2.3.2., amend to read:

"2.3.2.
Test site

A suitable test site shall be outdoors and consist of a level concrete, dense asphalt with no appreciable level of porosity or similar hard material flat surface, free from snow, grass, loose soil, ashes or other sound-absorbing material.

A suitable test site shall be outdoors and consist of a level concrete, dense asphalt or similar hard material flat surface, free from snow, grass, loose soil, ashes or other sound-absorbing material. It shall be in an open …

…"

II. Justification

This proposal aligns the above paragraph with the latest amendment of ISO 5130:2012 and aims to prohibit the use of test surfaces with a non-appreciable level of porosity.
