Analysis of existing international modal transport conventions (rail,

The Group of Experts may wish to recall that at its previous session, none of the experts
had transmitted comments on the correctness and completeness of outline provided by the
secretariat (ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2013/4) which reviews some of the key provisions
of international arrangements and legal instruments. This aims to identify elements and
mechanisms as well as best practices that could be relevant for establishing a unified
railway regime (ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2013/8, paras. 13-15).

The secretariat invited the Group of Experts to transmit to the secretariat, before the next
session, written comments on the correctness and completeness of the outline. The
secretariat would consolidate this information in the form of a background document for
further review by the Group of Experts.

Unification of international railway law with the objective of allowing
rail carriage under a single legal regime

The Group of Experts may wish to recall that at its previous session, it had taken account of
information and proposals provided by the secretariats of the Intergovernmental
Organization for International Carriage by Rail (OTIF) and the Organization for
Cooperation between Railways (OSJD) on the general framework of uniform Euro-Asian
law for the transport of goods by rail and referring to the relevant provisions of
COTIF/CIM and SMGS (ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2013/10 and ECE/TRANS/SC.2/
GEURL/2013/11).

In order to arrive at a common understanding on the concepts and explanatory legal
provisions to be enshrined into a new international legal railway regime, the Group of
Experts undertook a first review of columns 3 and 4 of secretariat document
ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2013/9 containing an evaluation of relevant legal provisions of
COTIF/CIM and SMGS as well as first elements and a possible wording of some specific
legal provisions that could be included into a legal instrument for Euro-Asian rail freight
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transport. This exchange of views was performed article by article starting with newly
proposed Article A (Scope of Application) and up to article | (Evidential value of the
consignment note) (ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2013/8, paras. 17-39).

Based on this first review of the conceptual and legal basis of a new international railway
regime, the secretariat was requested to reflect on the specific suggestions made at the
previous session and further possible wording of specific legal provisions as already
contained until Article I in column 4 of the document ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2013/9.

The Group of Experts may wish to continue its review based on ECE/TRANS/SC.2/
GEURL/2014/5.

The Group of Experts may also wish to take account of documents ECE/TRANS/SC.2/
GEURL/2014/3 and ECE/TRANS/SC.2/GEURL/2014/4 transmitted by OTIF and OSJD
respectively.
