104 and used for other purposes in compliance with national requirements, e.g. 

advertising." 

Insert new footnote 4/, to read: 

[The Contracting Parties applying this Regulation may prohibit the use of  

Retro-Reflecting materials approved as Class F on the basis of national regulations.]

II. Justification 
 

Japan prohibits white Retro-Reflecting materials at rear position for safety purpose. Class F is used 

for special utility vehicles or trailers by some Contracting Parties. It is reasonable for some 

Contracting Parties to prohibit Class F on the basis of national regulations.
