I1. Justification

The selection of tyres for the test cycle is defined in Regulation No. 83 and it shall
be the same for both pollutant and CO, emissions/fuel consumption tests. The reference to
Regulation No. 83 becomes automatic by virtue of paragraph 1.1. of Annex 6.
