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1. Both ADR and RID contain a reference to this as a footnote, to a circular
DSC.1/Circ.12 and Corrigenda and a link to the IMO website where this can be found. It
appears on page 1-6 of RID and page 13 of ADR.

2. This has now been revoked, and replaced by an updated circular published by the
IMO: CCC.1/Circ.3. As a result of this change, the United Kingdom proposes to amend RID
and ADR to reflect this update.

Proposal

3. Add the underlined text and delete the eressed-out text, in the text of footnote 1 to
RID and ADR.
