Definition of “barge” and linguistic consistency in the ADN
regulations

Transmitted by the Central Commission for the Navigation of the
Rhine (CCNR)*»**

1. In August 2016, in light of discussions held in the Safety Committee, CCNR was
invited to prepare a revised proposal relating to barges (ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.2/60, para.
17). Specifically, it was emphasized that “the introduction of new definitions would only be
useful if the Regulations annexed to ADN included specific provisions for each type of
barge”.

2. Consequently, the CCNR secretariat proposes keeping a single term for both pushed
and towed vessels.

In addition, based on a proposal from the classification societies
(ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.2/2016/47), the secretariat suggests providing a definition for such
terms. The Safety Committee may wish to consider whether to add such a definition to the
Regulations annexed to ADN.

3. In addition, the Committee may wish to send recommendations to the working group
on technical requirements for vessels (CESNI/PT) so as to ensure that the Regulations
annexed to ADN are consistent with the ES-TRIN standard.
