  Theft of cables, wires, transformers and other signalling equipment, rails and other 
copper and metal objects 

Used to be very serious problem > countermeasure: Significant decrease after legislative 
change (Regulation 27/2015) – metal scrap is not bought up for cash 

 
Similar problem existed in road management – theft of road signs, manhole covers, crash 
barriers 

  Theft of belongings of rail passengers 

Problem on some long-distance night trains > countermeasure: police and security guards on 
board 

  Theft and damage of load on freight trains 

Used to be serious problem at border stations > countermeasure: almost diminished with 
abolishing of borders (accession to the EU) 

Still problem at big terminals and shunting stations > countermeasure: security agency 
patrols, better technical protection of sites (CCTV, lightning, fencing, etc.)    

  Vandalism 

Still lasting serious problem – graffiti on rolling stock, station buildings and properties, 
damage on properties and furnishing at stations > countermeasure: no efficient measures 
implemented so far 
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   Concentration of homeless and other asocial persons at stations, pickpocketing 

Quite common problem throughout the country > countermeasure: police and security guards 
inside and in vicinity of stations, CCTV, night closure of public spaces
