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 I. Proposal 

Insert a new paragraph 6.3.6.1., to read: 

"6.3.6.1.  When the engine is stopped, the direction indicator lamps may be 

activated to indicate the condition of the vehicle." 

 II. Justification 

1. This proposal aims to clarify that direction indicators can be activated to show the 

vehicle status when the engine is stopped. 

2. Some motorcycles are currently available with such a function; however, it is not 

well clear whether the scope of Regulation No. 53 covers this function or not. Therefore, 

this proposal amends Regulation No. 53 to explicitly allow the above-mentioned activation.
