Note 1: Heating systems which comply with the requirements of Annex 3 are exempt
from these test requirements.

Note 2: Heaters located outside the passenger compartment, using water as a transfer
medium, are deemed to comply with Annexes 4 and 5."

All heaters located outside the passenger compartment and using water as a transfer
medium do not need to fulfil the annexes on air quality and temperature without restriction
to combustion heaters only.
