Paragraphs 1. and 2., amend to read: 

"1.  Front position lamps 

1.1.  Front position lamps (not paired) 

1.1.1.  V = +15° / -10° 

1.1.2. However, in the case where a device is intended to be installed with its H 

plane at a mounting height less than 750 mm above the ground, the angle of 

10° below the horizontal may be reduced to 5°. 

 

1.2.   Front position lamps (for a pair of lamps) 

1.2.1.  V = +15° / -10° 

1.2.2. However, in the case where a device is intended to be installed with its H 

plane at a mounting height less than 750 mm above the ground, the angle of

2.1.  Rear position lamps (not paired) 

2.1.1.  V = +15° / -10° 

2.1.2. However, in the case where a device is intended to be installed with its H 

plane at a mounting height less than 750 mm above the ground, the angle of 

10° below the horizontal may be reduced to 5°.

2.2.1.   V = +15° / -10°

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 II. Justification 

1. This proposal aims to align the angle of visibility requirements of rear position 

lamps with the angle of visibility requirements of front position lamps, leading to the 

following: 

(a) Inward angle (or the angle towards the median longitudinal plane of the vehicle) of 

20° (and not of 45°); see the above angles in red.  

(b) Last sentence of paragraph 2 shall be deleted.
