Mongolia is one of largest landlocked countries in the world, with a territory
extending over 1.5 million square kilometers. It is bordered by Peoples Republic of
China on three sides, to the East, South and West and by Russian Federation to the
North. The country is rich in a variety of mineral resources and has substantial
livestock herds, ranking first in per capita ownership in the world. Mongolia is a
sparsely populated country, with a population of around 3.2 million, with population
density of 2 persons per square kilometers. However, more than 60 percent of the
population live in urban area.

The construction of new roads and the maintenance of existing ones are being
given high priority of the Mongolian Government. As part of the Government of
Mongolia’s 2016-2020 action plan road and transport sector’s objective is to expand
and develop transport and logistics network that supports economic improvement,
meet social needs and requirements and provides safe and comfortable service.

Mongolia has a vast territory and is one of the most sparsely populated country. 
 Therefore, transportation is very important sector in Mongolian condition. It is also important to develop and sustain regional and trans-boundary transportation.

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TRANSPORT SECTOR IN MONGOLIA
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Presentation Notes
The transport network in Mongolia consists of five subsectors railway, roadway, airway, waterway and autotransport. 
Specific conditions of the country have predetermined that railway and road plays dominant roles.
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STATISTICAL INFORMATION OF TRANSPORT IN MONGOLIA
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As you see Mongolian statistics year. Volume of freight increase. Compare 2018 with 1995 increased almost 9 times. 
Mongolia is trading with 163 countries in 2018. 200.4 million passengers were registered in 2018.
In 2018, Mongolia delivered 69.8 million tones cargo.
Of this, 25.6 million tones were transported by rail, 44.1 million tones by road and 3.1 million tones by air.

2. Lack of cooperation between internal and external stakeholders: Electronic
information exchange between railways and control authorities.
